But we
recognize that jury service does require sacrifices, so we are pleased to have the opportunity to acknowledge
those sacrifices and to thank all of our jurors who serve throughout the year.”

Beginning Monday, May 9, 2011, Juror Appreciation Week will be celebrated at Jury Assembly locations at the
Salinas and Monterey courthouses.
